Low-level misdemeanor charges cause 
the Pennington County Criminal 
Justice System to expend millions of 
dollars in resources. 

Response:
The Care Campus is a single 
point of entry system which 
diverts individuals into 
services, rather than the 
Pennington County Jail or 
emergency services.

Outcomes:
Care Campus data demonstrates misdemeanor crime 
diversions resulted in hundreds of thousands of dollars in 
cost savings while increasing public safety and providing the
